1. According to Karen Warren in “The Power and Promise of Ecofeminism, Revisted,” what is an “oppressive conceptual framework”?  Illustrate what she means by an oppressive conceptual framework by means of at least one example.

2. What, according to Warren, are the historical interconnections in Western thought between the concepts of gender, race, animals, and nature?  How is it important to her argument that these interconnections are historical not essential?

3. Compare and contrast the two senses of “self” that Chris Cuomo characterizes in “Ethics and the Eco-/Feminist Self.”  How is one of these senses of self both ecological and feminist?

4. According to Irene J. Klaver in “Introduction,” what is the relationship to science of the recent Anglo-American philosophical tradition, dominated by analytic philosophy, in contrast to the recent Continental philosophical tradition, dominated by phenomenology?

5. According to Klaver means by  while Anglo-American environmental philosophy focuses on ethics, Continental environmental philosophy focuses on ontology.  What is ontology?  Give an example of an ontological issue in Continental environmental philosophy?  What is a basic difference between the Anglo-American and Continental approaches to ethics?

6. Characterize what Steven Vogel means in “Nature as Origin and Difference” by nature as origin and nature as difference.

7. What is “globality”?  What have its critics alleged to be wrong with globality?  What counter-arguments does Irene Klaver offer, in “Stone Worlds: Phenomenology on (the) Rocks” in response to the critics of globality? 

8. In “What is Social Ecology?,” why does Murray Bookchin think that a social analysis is necessary for understanding the causes and solutions to the environmental crisis as opposed to (a) blaming it on indiscriminate anthropocentrism or (b) hoping to solve it by encouraging a new consciousness or spirituality?  

9. What, according to Bookchin is the relationship between humans, human society, and nature?  What does Bookchin mean by “first nature” and “second

nature”?  What kind of ideal human society does Bookchin envision?
